Follow GA-515 / GA-5 / US-76 north to Blairsville.  Go past 
Blairsville on US-76 approximately 27 Miles to reach Trail head 
at Dicks Creek Gap.  Parking available.

10.6 mi Tray Mountain Shelter, spring

20.5 mi Chattahoochee Gap, spring 
23.7 mi spring (not reliable) 
25.5 mi Low Gap Shelter, spring

along this 25.5 Mile route for easy planning.

Highlights 
12.5 Miles Cheese Factory was a remote Diary Farm producing cheese and dairy products from the early 1800’s.  The nearest 
farmhouse was over 15 miles away.  Nearly 50 head of cattle roamed the area.   
20.5 mi - Chattahoochee Spring. This is the actual beginning of the Chattahoochee River, which quenches the ever-sprawling thirst of 
the Atlanta Metro area. The clarity of the water here can be attributed to the lack of silt and industrial pollution that is more 
commonly found in the downstream urban paradise.    



 
Trail Distances:   
  0.0 Miles - Dicks Creek Gap (2675 ft), paved US 76 with picnic tables and seasonal stream. 
  0.5 Miles – stream 
  1.2 Miles - Moreland Gap 
  1.5 Miles – spring 
  2.2 Miles - Powell Mountain 
  2.4 Miles - McClure Gap 
  3.5 Miles - Deep Gap Shelter (3550 ft), privy is 0.3 mile to right. Water in piped spring just before shelter. 
  4.2 Miles - Kelly Knob (4276 ft), summit is 0.2 mile to left. 
  5.3 Miles - Addis Gap (3304 ft) campsite with stream to right 0.5 mile down old fire road. 
  6.1 Miles - Sassafras Gap 
  7.2 Miles- Blue Ridge Swag 
10.6 Miles - Tray Mountain Shelter (4070 ft), privy is left via side trail, good spring downhill behind shelter. 
10.9 Miles - Tray Mountain (4430 ft) with outstanding views from summit. Descending to north, trail is rough, rocky and steep. 
11.7 Miles - Tray Gap (3847 ft), junction with Tray Mountain Road (USFS Road #79). 
12.5 Miles - Cheese Factory Site – campsite on ridge 
12.7 Miles - Tray Mountain Road (USFS 79) 
13.4 Miles - Indian Grave Gap 
14.8 Miles - Rocky Mountain 
15.5 Miles - Stream 
16.1 Miles - Unicoi Gap (2949 ft), paved GA Hwy 75 with parking. 
17.5 Miles - Blue Mountain 
18.3 Miles - Blue Mountain Shelter (3780 ft), privy via side trail to left. Spring on A.T. just before turnoff to shelter. 
18.7 Miles – Henson Gap (3580 ft) 
18.8 Miles - Site of former Rocky Knob shelter. Area still usable as campsite. Spring downhill below old shelter site. 
19.0 Miles - Spring 
19.2 Miles - Campsite 
19.9 Miles - Red Clay Gap (3440 ft) 
20.5 Miles - Chattahoochee Gap (3500 ft), spring on right via side trail is headwaters of Chattahoochee River. 
21.7 Miles - Cold Springs Gap 
23.7 Miles - spring (not reliable) 
24.1 Miles - Poplar Stamp Gap 
25.5 Miles - Low Gap Shelter (2990 ft), privy is right via side trail into cove with spring and stream nearby. 
REVERSE your path and head back to Dicks Cree Gap.
